Annual Meeting

Treasurer’s Report

Club Treasurer Phil Greenwald reported that the club became incorporated in the State of New York as the Fast and Fabulous Cycling Club Inc and obtained a federal tax payer’s identification number in 2010. 

The Club received a generous donation, and collected the fund due from Front Runners in 2010. It is able to meet its expenses with on-going membership income. The final Treasurer’s Report will be prepared at year end
Secretary’s Report

Club Secretary David Roycroft reported that minutes of all official meetings are on file and may be obtained by any member who wants to review them. 
Vice President of Fabulous Rides Report

Vice President of Fabulous Rides Erica Jacobs reported that the club had joined the League of American Cyclists in 2010 and had obtained liability insurance through the league.

Changes to the By-Laws

Organizational Changes

Members present voted unanimously to adopt the following organizational changes to the by-laws.

Officers
Collapse the Vice President of Fast Rides and Vice President of Fabulous Rides into one Vice President: Rides
Add a new Vice President: Events
Club officer now include the President, Treasurer, Secretary, Vice President of Rides and Vice President of Events

Committees
Create a new Rides Committee
Absorb the Cue Sheet Committee into new Rides Committee
Change the name of the Dinner Committee to the Events Committee
Assign Calendar Committee responsibilities to the Communications, Rides and Events Committees and abolish the Calendar Committee
Create a new Public Relations Committee with responsibilities for contact with other clubs, publicity events, advocacy
Make Club officers directors of committees where appropriate.
Resulting committees and directors:
Public Relations (director: President)
Communications (director: Secretary)
Rides (director: Vice President of Rides)
Events (director: Vice President of Events)
Women: (director: appointed by President)

It was decided that jerseys would be the responsibility of the PR Committee and the Lee Gorman Award would be the responsibility of the Events Committee.

Ride-Related Changes

A motion to change the section of the by-laws pertaining to scheduled rides was divided into two motions both of which passed unanimously. That section of the by-laws now reads as follows:
Article V. Scheduled Events.

A.  Scheduled Rides: Fast and Fabulous shall schedule, publicize and conduct rides for ourselves and as a service to the community. These rides shall be free of charge. Anyone who attends should be informed of the Club’s membership program and its benefits, including insurance benefits. Neither the Club nor its members shall pressure non-members to join.

    1.  All rides shall be listed on the website and be open to all members as well as anyone who has not yet ridden with Fast and Fab but wishes to attend.

    2.  Rides shall be considered either fast or fabulous; fast rides shall carry a New York Cycle Club designation of B15 or faster; fabulous rides shall carry a designation of B14 or slower.

    3.  All ride listings shall identify at least one ride leader.

         a.  The ride leader(s) shall provide a route for the ride, either verbally or in writing.

         b.  The ride leader(s) shall have all riders sign a waiver of liability.

         c.  The ride leader(s) shall ascertain that every rider has signed a waiver, is wearing 
 
  a helmet and is not using earphone or earbuds and shall disband the ride if 
  
  anyone who has not signed a waiver, is not wearing a helmet or is using 
  
 
  earphone or earbuds should insist on riding with the Club.
